Rule 35 changed to score boats finishing outside the time limit in their observed position on the
course.

Rule 40 changed so that personal Floatation Devices must be worn at all times while afloat.
Rule 63.1 changed so that for breaking certain rules boats can be disqualified without a hearing.

For RS200s, the penalty for hitting marks is one-turn

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10 SUPPORT BOATS AND PERSONNEL
10.1 All support boats shall clearly display identification supplied by the OA at all times while afloat.

10.2 Support boats with team leaders, coaches and other support personnel shall stay at least 150m
outside the race area from the time of the preparatory signal until all boats have finished or the race
committee signals a postponement, general recall or abandonment.

I'1 RADIO COMMUNICATION

I'1.1 Except in an emergency a boat that is racing shall not make voice or data transmissions and
shall not receive voice or data communication that is not available to all boats. [DP]

12 PRIZES

12.1 The overall winners of the Championship fleet series will be awarded the first place trophy and
the title National Champion.

I3 RISK STATEMENT

13.1 Rule 4 of the Racing Rules of Sailing states:*“The responsibility for a boat’s decision to
participate in a race or to continue to race is hers alone” Sailing by its nature is an unpredictable
sport and therefore inherently involves an element of risk.

responsibility for any injury, damage or loss to the extent caused by their own actions or omissions;
(d) Their boat is in good order, equipped to sail in the event and they are fit to participate; () The
provision of a race management team, patrol boats and other officials and volunteers by the event
organiser does not relieve them of their own responsibilities. (f) The provision of patrol boat cover is
limited to such assistance, particularly in extreme weather conditions as can be practically provided
in the circumstances. (g) It is their responsibility to familiarise themselves with any risks specific to
this venue or this event drawn to their attention in any rules or information produced for the venue
or event and to attend any safety briefing held for the event.
